What kind of music to choose

1. Must have a Biblical message

Must lead the congregation to want to worship God
Must be reverent

Things you can do to make your song set apart for God
1. Use live accompaniment when possible
2. Practice, practice, practice — remember, the more you practice the less nervous you will feel
3. Choose your song prayerfully
4. Plan your wardrobe to be modest and humble before the congregation — remember, you do not
want to draw attention to yourself, but to Christ

When selecting prerecorded accompaniment
1. Drum beats must be very soft and minimal
2. Avoid rhythms such as rocks, rap, etc.
3. Remember to pick music that everyone will get a blessing from
4. If you have any doubts or questions, please bring the selection to the committee to preview
